FJ 40 BATTERY CABLE INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Included in standard FJ 40 Kit:
•  20" 1/0 3/8" lugs both ends red shrink on both ends 
•  20" 1/0 3/8" lugs both ends black shrink on both ends 
•  15" 1/0 3/8" lug on one end 1/2" lug on other end both ends black shrink on both ends 
•  1 pos and 1 neg Mil Spec terminal 
•  1 grab bad of crimp and seal connectors and fusible link wire

Included in late model FJ 40 Kit:

 This is pretty easy to do. The real trick here is to not light your truck on fire, or, if you do light it on fire, to put it out quickly. I know you 
wonʼt do this but read all the way through these instructions before you start on your cable mission.
 First thing is the battery. Unless you have a good battery now would be a good time to buy a new one. We really like the Orbital gel 
marine starting batteries. (http://www.exideworld.com/products/marine_rv/orbital_marine_starting.html) They last forever! NAPA 
carries them. 
 After you get a good battery you need a good tray. We love the stainless steel trays found at (link to http://www.stainlesstrays.com ). 
Either buy one of these or buy a new OEM one. The hold down and posts are as important as the try itself so make sure all of that is in good 
shape as well.
 Go ahead and remove the old POS cables and throw them into your neighborʼs back yard. They make a neat sound when a lawnmower 
runs over them. Donʼt forge the cable that goes from the lower bolt on the starter to the frame. The starter bolt should be a 17mm head and 
the frame bolt a 12mm head. This might not even be there anymore which could explain some of the charging issues you have had! Do NOT 
throw away the OEM link that goes to the + terminal from the wiring harness. “Usually” this is a white wire about 10g that goes to a male 
spade plug. There is a female spade that connects to it and runs a 12g fusible wire to a ring terminal that connects to the battery +. Many 
times this has been hacked by Bill and Tedʼs Backyard Garage Service and you have only solid, non fusible wire and no spade connectors. 
Either way donʼt mess with it right now; just disconnect it.
 1979 and up square bezel 40s have about a retarded system for fusible links. If you ordered the right kit we sent you the super cool 
modified OEM fusible link but keep your old set up in place for now!
 You are only dealing with three cables so this is not that hard and we even color coded them! The red goes to starter the long black goes to 
body negative and the short black goes from starter mount to frame.
 The terminals are marked + and -. Donʼt try to mix them up. Install them loosely. The bolt with the 13mm head locks the terminal to the 
post and the bolt with the 14mm head locks the cables to the terminal. Both bolts can flip to either side of the terminal as required.
 Install the long black cable to the negative terminal and then to just about anyplace handy directly below the negative side of the battery. 
We usually go to the uppermost bolt on the inside of the frame that holds the battery trey pillar in place. Anyplace handy and out of the way 
on the frame is fine. Make sure the cable is not TIGHT! It needs to have a little slack in it.
